This will form the base of 
your framework, so keep 
your eyes peeled for a 
strong tree with suitable 
nooks, crannies and 
knobbly bits.

Find a couple of large 
branches and wedge them 
firmly together against  
the tree. If your chosen  
tree has a strong, low 
branch, even better!  
You can use this instead.

Collect more branches and rest 
them against your framework. Make 
sure you pack them closely together 
so that they’re strong and secure.

Use smaller branches, twigs, leaves and 
moss to cover your den. Remember to 
push them into any gaps so that your 
den shelters you from wind and rain.

Please don’t  
cut anything down or damage anything while building your den.
